3. Hasrefused ‘o proceed in & reasonable and oivil manner to arrange for a civil
divorce i 8 timely manner since the Get (Jewish divoree certificats) was given
on March 29,2000) to allow for both parties to move on with their separate lives.
This is especially contemptuous considering she has already remarried ,hac &
child sinoe the signing of the arbitration agreement and is in clear viclation of
secular law.

As a spiritual leader and role model, my Beis Din has a moral and civic responsibility
1o our Monsey community to stand up for trutk. My rabbinical colleagues and the
community at large expects it. It would be an outrage and travesty o nct prosecute this
case.

Plegse note that Jewish law does everything in iv's power lo save every and any Jow
inecessery humilistion and embarrassment by avoiding making these very issues
nublic knowledge. However, because of the seriousness of any individuel achieving
“he status of Seiruv, such public knowledge is allowed even to the extent of placards
being posted in the respective Jewish communities, noting the violations in detail.
